Welcome
Welcome to the 8th grade! This year is your year to shine in Science! We will be conducting hands-on, inquiry-based descriptive, comparative and experimental labs, in addition to tons of interactive learning opportunities to make your 8th grade year as successful and exciting as possible.
What to Expect this Year
This year, students will use their natural sense of inquiry to learn how force, motion and energy relate. They will also research and discover new concepts about Earth and space, as well as how the Moon, Earth, and Sun interact. Students will study the periodic table with more depth than in prior years by studying the structure and atomic make up of elements. Students will also learn how interdependence works with organisms in an environment.
 In the 8th grade, students will take the Science STAAR test. Throughout the year, we will be preparing for the test and monitoring students closely. Students will also be given STAAR-like questions daily in class to allow them to become comfortable with the structure and wording of the STAAR.

Tutorials
